The only way you can be a responsible student / young adult is to have procedures and routines to which you are responsible!

Mr. Green’s Rules and Expectations Handbook

Responsible Student:


Included with this handbook will be a page for you to record book and calculator number.  This book should be kept in your 3 ring binder for the whole of the year.  After we review the handbook it must be taken home to be reviewed and signed by a parent or legal guardian and will be collected for a grade.  Failure or tardiness in doing so will result in a lowered or absent grade in my grade book and will be considered when calling home with updates to your parents.

Rules: The Big 4
1. Be on time (in seat when the bell rings) to every class and prepared to learn with all materials present.

a. Must be prepared or you are not “on time”

2. Do not disturb the class or an individual student in any way when class work or instruction is taking place.

3. Participate in all classroom activities and work.

4. No electronic devices are allowed unless explicitly given permission (excluding calculators).  If one is seen it will be held till the end of class.  If repeatedly taken it will be given to the office for your parents to pick up.

Do not be confused by why this building exists or why we are all here.  The only purpose is to give you an education and a better life regardless of background, sex, race, creed, color, or ethnicity.  If you refuse to work or consistently bother other willing students you will be given an after school detention, a referral, and/or asked to leave the classroom.   

Classroom Expectations and Procedures

Expectations differ from rules in that rules govern how you behave as a student – procedures govern how things are done in side the classroom.  Every student here has spent the good part of their lifetime inside a classroom and therefore knows what is appropriate and what is not.  Use courtesy and good judgment and these expectations and procedures are second nature.

Repeated disregard for the following can result in disciplinary action.   

1. Be appropriate with the timing of the following:

a. Coming into the classroom

b. Sharpening your pencil

c. Getting materials

d. Asking for a restroom pass (only 5!!)
e. Any other requests

2. Keep the room clean and bring up any problems or messes to my attention.  (Ex: writing on walls or desks, spiral notebook “confetti”, etc)
3. If you need a writing utensil I will trade you one for an item of value on your person.  Do this at the beginning of the hour.

4. If entering late either:

a. Give me your pass and begin working

b. Make me aware of your arrival so that I may change attendance

5. After an absence, get your homework immediately

6. Do not line up at the door at the completion of class.

7. When talking to other students, do so only at appropriate times and at a reasonable volume.

8. Ask questions that are appropriate to the discussion at hand.

9. Phones and electronic devices are allowed, but must be used appropriately.  No texting at any time unless cleared with me first.  

10. Come see me with any issues.

Late policy

Don’t be late with HW.  To receive full credit you must turn it in on time or in a timely fashion after an absence. (You will receive an extra day for every day absent from the class).  If turned in within a week you can receive half credit.  After the week window no credit will be given.

Extra Credit

Extra credit is only assigned periodically to all students and in cases of extra ordinary circumstances.  It will not be given out to students who have shown a consistent disregard for HW or preparing for tests – so don’t ask.  Meaning if you are failing because you were lazy – you will not be given extra credit to pad your grade.

This section is for the parents or guardians of the student who has brought this to you.  Please read this packet and sign to verify that it was presented to you.  If you have any questions or concerns please contact me by email.
Introduction:

Research has time and time again shown that students that have specific and high expectations from parents of how they are to achieve in school will respond by living up to those expectations.  For example; if you expect a A in Science they will probably get a A.  If you expect them to get in trouble they probably will.  However, you may be surprised to know that many students, possibly even your own, simply don’t know what their parents expect from them in school.  Below are some topics that I hope you address with your student early in the semester.  I assure you it will be time well spent and will begin a partnership between you, your student, and myself that will allow this year to be an excellent one

Topics:
1. Ask your student what they hope to achieve this year in Mr. Green’s class, as well as their other classes, and any extra curriculars. 

2. Ask your student what they are worried about in the upcoming year, both academically and socially.

3. Find out their school supply needs for each class and make every effort to get these items (seek assistance through individual teachers or the office.  We are always glad to help)

4. Ask them how they plan to organize for their classes (notes, handouts, locker, etc.)  Give them ideas and offer to help!

5. Let them know how you expect them to perform and behave in school this year.  Be specific and set the bar high, for example: all A’s and B’s, complete all HW, a grade higher than last year, no in school suspensions, etc.

6. Talk with them about the importance of an education and share personal experiences, regrets, or accomplishments.
